Questions county actions

To the Editor:

In the interest of full dis-
closure, we are members of
Residents for a Better Rich-
mond (RBR). First and
foremost, if there are indeed
any sanitation problems in
Richmond, we want them
fixed. Believe us when we
say we do not want to live
in a community with these
type of problems. So if this
is truly an issue, where is
it? The county either can’t
tell us or they give an ad-
dress that doesn’t exist.
We have walked all around
Richmond and cannot seem
to find this ‘sewage in the
ditches.” One would think
that if there was such a
problem, there would be an
unpleasant odor. Thus far,
we have not found it.

Recently, we read a tran-
script of the “Proceedings
of the Washington County
Board of Supervisors Meet-
ing” of February 1, 2011.
When we read what some
of our county supervisors
said as they voted to ap-
prove a lagoon sewer sys-
tem for the Richmond com-
munity, we were shocked
and outraged.

At a public hearing in
Kalona Januarv 13. 2011.

shocked and disappointed
we were to read that Su-
pervisor Mangold said that
residents of Richmond have
had 10 years to correct their
‘problems’ and “have failed
to take any action.”

Further, to read that Su-
pervisor Miksch said that
this meant we (Richmond
residents) “have not been
serious about finding a so-
lution.” And this just 19
days after I told how we
had tried to find and fix
any sanitary problems that
may have existed, and were
prevented from doing so by
the very county that they
are supposed to be ‘super-
vising.’

These county supervi-
sors have made it perfectly
clear that they either don’t
listen to what we say, they
simply don’t care or both.
The fact is, that as early
as 1997 a number of Rich-
mond residents had tried
to inspect or renovate their
septic systems and had not
been allowed to do so.
